Posicionada
sobre a imagem do Palacio da Justiga
Rodrigues Campos (Tribunal de Justica
de Minas Gerais), em toda sua pujanca
e solidez estrutural, e personificada na
Escola Judicial Desembargador Edésio
Fernandes, base de formacdo dos
magistrados que ingressam naquele
Tribunal. Foram utilizadas as técnicas
de fotomontagem e computagao gréafica.

ABOUT THE STAMP

The stamp highlights the work “The
Goddess Themis”, by Bescaal, with
the goddess holding a sword in one
hand and a set of scales in the other,
symbolisms that are used, artistically,
to represent Justice. This is positioned
above an image of the Rodrigues
Campos Courthouse (the Minas
Gerais State Supreme Court), in all its
splendor and structural strength, and
represented by the Desembargador
Edésio Fernandes Law School, where
the magistrates that are admitted to the
Bench are trained. Photomontage and
computer graphics techniques were
used.

Magistratura Qualificada e Consciente!

A Escola Judicial Desembargador Edésio Fernandes, primeira
escola criada no pais, vinculada a tribunal, destinada a formagédo e ao
aperfeicoamento dos magistrados, tem sua existéncia legal ha pouco mais
de trés décadas, conforme os éditos que ordenaram a sua criagéo, a saber,
Resolugdo n° 61/1975, do Tribunal de Justica de Minas Gerais, Portaria n°®
231, de 13 de agosto de 1977 e Lei Estadual n® 7.655, de dezembro de
1979, que adaptava a Lei de Organizagéo e Divisdo Judiciarias aos canones
constitucionais vigentes. Mas a sua origem de fato remonta ao final da década
de sessenta, quando os juizes mineiros de primeiro grau passaram a se
reunir para estudar e debater os temas que os envolviam, a fim de otimizar a
prestacao jurisdicional.

O movimento dos juizes influenciou a diregdo do Tribunal, que
assimilou a ideia e criou a EJEF, que se tornou pioneira, porque, embora
muitas lhe sejam contemporaneas, nenhuma se vinculou ou pertenceu ao
Tribunal, com estrutura organica oficial e subordinada as regras impostas
aos orgaos do poder publico, pois todas tinham atuacdo dependente das
associagbes da Magistratura, delas sofrendo influéncias e pressdes, sem
respaldo do Orgdo Judiciario.

Iniciou suas atividades na época em que as garantias da
Magistratura estavam suspensas pelos atos institucionais, porém o ambiente
de altos estudos tornou propicia a discusséo e a analise das dificuldades para
o exercicio pleno da jurisdicdo e a forma de supera-las, constituindo-se os
anais dos encontros promovidos em importante fonte que veio a subsidiar os
lideres da Magistratura quando o pais respirou a democracia.

O fortalecimento do Judiciario, na Constituicdo de 1988, que
passou a arbitrar as questdes do mais alto interesse politico nacional, expds
as suas deficiéncias estruturais, e a pressdo social levou a Reforma do
Judiciario, consubstanciada na Emenda Constitucional n® 45, de 2004, que,
na mais importante das disposi¢cdes reformadoras, consolidou o trabalho que
se desenvolvia para a formagao de juizes, ao dar nova redagéo ao paragrafo
Unico do Art. 105 da Constituicdo, que introduziu o Inciso |, o qual estatui
que funcionara junto ao Superior Tribunal de Justica a Escola Nacional de
Formagao e Aperfeicoamento de Magistrados. O dispositivo foi inspirado em
trabalho do Ministro Salvio de Figueiredo Teixeira, o maior responsavel pela
consolida¢do das Escolas de Formagao da Magistratura no pais.

Com esta emissdo, o Ministério das Comunicagdes, em sua aguda
percepgdo de que ao Judiciario ndo podem faltar meios para a formagéo
e o preparo dos magistrados, demonstra seu interesse em um Judiciario
forte, que tenha como esteio a Magistratura qualificada, consciente de que,
para poder estar alinhada a sua missédo constitucional, precisa reciclar-se
permanentemente.

A Escola Judicial Desembargador Edésio Fernandes, do Tribunal
de Justica de Minas Gerais, recebe este selo postal como a maior laurea
a que a instituicdo haveria de aspirar, pois representa elevada distingdo a
Magistratura mineira pelo pioneirismo de seu trabalho, e um grande prestigio
para a Justica estadual e brasileira.

Desembargador Edésio Fernandes Law School — EJEF

A Qualified, Conscious Bench!

The Desembargador Edésio Fernandes Law School was the first
school to be set up in Brazil that was tied to the courts. It was set up to train
and improve the knowledge of magistrates. The school officially came into
existence a little over three decades ago, in compliance with the edicts that
ordered its foundation, namely, Resolution No. 61/1975, of the Minas Gerais
State Supreme Court, Administrative Ruling No. 231, of August 139, 1977,
and State Law No. 7,655, of December 1979, which adapted the Judicial
Organization and Court System Law to the constitutional provisions in force
then. The seeds of its origins were, however, sown at the end of the 1960s,
when the trial court judges in Minas Gerais started meeting to study and
debate the issues that they were involved with, in order to optimize the legal
service.

This judges’ movement influenced the board of the Supreme Court,
which took this idea on board and created EJEF. This Law School broke new
ground because, although it had many contemporaries, none of them were
tied to, or belonged to, the Supreme Court, with an official organic structure
and subordinate to the rules imposed on public authorities. The other schools’
operations were dependent on the Bar Associations and were subject to their
influence and pressure, without the support from the Judiciary Branch.

It began its activities at a time when the guarantees provided by
the Bar had been suspended by institutional acts, but the highly studious
environment favored discussion and analysis of the difficulties faced in applying
full jurisdiction and of how to overcome them. The annals of the meetings
became a major source of inputs for the leaders of the Bench when the country
returned to democracy.

The strengthening of the Judiciary Branch in the 1988 Constitution,
which now started to judge matters that were of the highest national interest,
exposed its structural weaknesses, and social pressure led to Judicial Reforms,
which were brought together in Constitutional Amendment No. 45 of 2004.
Here, the most important of the reforms consolidated the work that had been
developed in training judges by rewriting the only paragraph of Article 105 of
the Constitution and introducing Item I, which decreed that the National School
for Training and Improving Magistrates would be active at the Federal Court of
Appeals. This was inspired by the work of Chief Justice Salvio de Figueiredo
Teixeira, who played the most important role in consolidating the country’s
Magistrate Training Schools.

By issuing this stamp, the Ministry of Communications, which clearly
sees that the Judiciary Branch must be provided with appropriate means to
train and prepare magistrates, has shown that it is interested in having a strong
Judiciary Branch supported by a qualified Bench that is conscious of the need
to undergo permanent recycling in order to remain focused on its constitutional
mission.

The Desembargador Edésio Fernandes Law School, of the Minas
Gerais State Supreme Court, receives this postage stamp as the greatest
honor it could aspire to, because it bestows the highest distinction on the
Bench of Minas Gerais for the pioneering spirit of its work and great prestige
on the Justice system in the state and in Brazil.
